FY2005 Per Diem Rates (Addendum)

1. On August 31, 2004, FY2005 Domestic Per Diem Rates were published on this site.  For this study, the FY2005 lodging rates were based upon the Average Daily Rate (ADR), a lodging industry metric calculated from the economic factors of rental revenue divided by number of rooms rented.  We no longer conduct telephone surveys, upon which lodging per diem rates had been set.  This change is a result of recommendations made by a Governmentwide Per Diem Advisory Board comprised of travel industry experts from the public and private sectors, including the lodging industry. Because of this new methodology, coupled with the fact lodging rates were frozen for the last two years, there were many concerns our Federal travelers over some of the rate changes.

2. We have listened to these concerns and took another look at approximately 20 destinations.  Go to (FY2005 Per Diem Restudy - Results) for the results.  The effective date for these changes is October 1, 2004.

f. Duluth/Norcross/Lawrenceville’s lodging rate should be $67.

g. Baton Rouge, LA – Parish should be East Baton Rough Parish

h. Lake Charles, LA – Parish should be Calcasieu Parish

i. New Orleans, LA – Parishes should be Orleans, Plaquemine, Jefferson and St. Bernard

j. Lowell/Chelmsford/Tewksbury, MA should be Burlington/Woburn

k. Grand Rapids, MI – County should be Kent

l. Kalamazoo/Battle Creek, MI – Counties should be Kalamazoo/Calhoun

m. Brooklyn/The Bronx/Queens/Staten Island, NY now part of Manhattan, NY and receives their rates

n. Arlington/Fort Worth, TX – M&IE should be $43
